These Credit Card Changes Will Protect Your Teen
Has your teenag or college student been tempted by credit card sdlwis? The Crec
Card Act of 2009 will put an end to that. Effective Febyut, 2010, these new rules will
limit marketing and issuing credit cards to young people:

Companies will not be allowed to issue a credit cam@ ¢consumer younger than 21
unless he or she has asigner over 21 or can show proof that they have thexgia
repay the card debt.

Pre-screened credit offers must not be sent to anyoder 21.

Companies are banned from offering gifts (such as pizzasharts) to induce
college students to apply for credit cards on or near gamp

Colleges, universities and alumni organizations will Havennually disclose the terms of
any marketing or promotional agreements they make wéithitocard companies.
Additionally, Congress urges colleges to require that stsdeceive credit and debt
management courses as a part of new student orientation.

Q. What are “walkability” scores?

A. CEOs For Cities, a national network of urban leadersnuesioned a
study released in August 2009 that explored the relationstwebe home
values and walkability in various U.S. metropolitaneste

Walkability is defined by the Walk Score algorithm, wheaiculates the
closest amenities to a U.S. address. Scores ramgedfi(car dependent) to
100 (most walkable).

The results showed that the walkability of cities stated into increased
home values in 13 of the 15 housing markets studied. In theatypi
metropolitan area, a one-point increase in Walk Seaeassociated with an
increase in value ranging from $700 to $3,000 depending on the niEnket
gains were larger in more dense, urban areas like Chamay§an Francisco
and smaller in less dense markets like Tucson and Fresno.

Houses with above-average levels of walkability commandeemium
of about $4,000 to $34,000 over houses with average levels in tbal typ
metropolitan area.

Walk Score is an approximation. It does not considepfacuch as
public transit, crime and topography. Lots of real esigents, however, are
adding the Walk Score to their listings.
